In support of this mission, faculty from
fisheries programs across UA make scholarship funding available to students entering or enrolled in a
fisheries or fisheries-related program. The number of awards given and amounts vary, but typically range
from $500 to $2,000. To be eligible, students must apply and be admitted to a fisheries or fisheries-related
program through the University of Alaska.
